Adult programming this year included a little bit of everything: from learning 
how to open an oyster to live music concerts using the beautiful Mason and 
Hamlin piano donated by musician David Crohan, from flower arranging 
workshops to weekly yoga, from cooking classes to technology workshops. 
These varied and fun programs provide education, entertainment, 
community, and culture, and your support helps us to continue offering these 
wonderful programs for the community.
